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As a requirement for the EDU 412/413 Methods course, you will work in 2 groups to lead a series of demonstrations to a first year, conceptual physics course.  The course is intended to share the physics present in everyday phenomena, and to help students develop a “scientific viewpoint” in understanding some aspects of the world around them.

Each group will present a minimum of 4 demonstrations, and will lead discussions in order to share the wonder and power of science.  Each group’s demonstrations and discussions should last from 1 – 1.25 hours.  The discussions should link the demonstrations with phenomena the students are familiar with, as well as sharing the ideas of the course.  The students can be given tasks to do in conjunction with the demonstrations and discussions.  The course slides (PHY111) are available off Prof. Jaffer’s webpage:
