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The seven Intelligences as initially identified by Howard Gardner:

· Linguistic

· Logical-Mathematical

· Visual-Spatial

· Musical

· Bodily-Kinesthetic

· Interpersonal

· Intrapersonal

The eighth Intelligence, included in 1996:
Naturalist

(Gardner resisted the temptation to include Spiritualist and Existentialist)

For each of the eight Intelligences:
· Create an activity within your chosen teaching discipline (eg. Biology, Geography, etc.) that targets this particular Intelligence.

· The activity should focus on a specific component of the discipline (eg. for Mathematics, you can focus on Geometric Shapes).

· No two activities should focus on the same discipline component.

· Write up a lesson plan involving this activity.

· Each lesson plan must detail all required resources, logistics (groups or individual, size of groups, how chosen, etc.) as well as any initial explanation, discussion, or subsequent explanation and discussion that will be required.

· Try to estimate the amount of time the activity will require.

· List all additional intelligences which are involved in this activity.
At the conclusion of this exercise, you will have 8 different activities for your mini-portfolio.
