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For the Site Critique we would like you to analyze the actual and ideal (planned) learning that takes place at a single or particular range of related exhibits. What this means is that you are to choose some part of the Museum and do two things. Seek out information about the learning goals associated with that exhibit (from posted signs, promotional brochures, statements provided by the designers or guides, etc. Then you will evaluate (from whatever perspective you like) whether the exhibit lives up to its stated or potential as a learning environment. Make suggestions from your perspective as an educator related to improvements that could be made to make the exhibit a more effective learning environment.  Point out any factual errors or misconceptions in the exhibit.
You must tell the instructors which exhibit you are choosing before 3pm.  The critique must be handed in on Monday, Nov 7.
