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As a requirement for the EDU 412/413 Methods course, you must prepare a lesson to be delivered to the rest of your class members.  This lesson is to be chosen from a subtopic in your field of expertise.  The lesson cannot use any of the material which you have submitted previously in this course (i.e., lesson plans, outlines, demonstrations, homework assignments, etc.).  Topics must be approved by the instructors in advance of any intensive preparation on your part.  This presentation will constitute 25% of your grade, and will be evaluated in four parts.  For your given topic,

1. You must submit a full lesson plan, one week prior to the lesson.  You must indicate the specific class to which this lesson would be normally delivered.
2. You will deliver the 30 minute lesson to the class.  The lesson can be interactive, or audio-visual, or seminar-format, but must paint a clear picture of the topic.
3. You will either assign homework after the lesson, or indicate clearly the follow-up for the lesson.

4. You must give a critique of your fellow students’ lessons at the end of the class on the forms provided.
